Explore the history and workings of the graphic communications industry and learn about

related career and educational paths.

» Design Fundamentals
Learn basic graphic design principles and further your knowledge on concepts such as
Gestalt, dynamic layout, and typography. Gain the tools needed to become a strong visual

communicator.

* Computer Basics
Acquire skills needed to be proficient in three of the core Adobe graphic design computer
programs: Illustrator, Photoshop, and InDesign. Through hands-on lessons, learners gain

the skills needed create their own printable materials.

* Press and Bindery
Use printing equipment in the Print and Design Lab to produce a range of finished
products. Apply your skills through hands-on exercises with digital printers and finishing

equipment (cut, fold, bind, or laminate) to complete multiple projects.

* Print Materials
Learn about the history of paper, the differences and characteristics of various substrates,

and make your own paper.
